This is
just another of many examples which, together with the
additions and omissions made when the documents
were copied, confirms the opinion that the Old Charges
were <copied as O6working
Masons of some flavour, operative or rmperative,
and not for antiquarian purposes.
Indeed, since the B of the surviving copies of the
Old Charges were made during a period after 1550
when stone building work was scarce (apart from the
rebuilding of London after the Great Fire) we should
conclude that, after c1550, these Old Charges were
required by and sed by, the early neoperative
Freemasons. It is interesting and informative that most
early references to Freemasonry in thd" Tentury
also include a reference to the Old Charges.

Other Family members who are also buriedthe
family vault include Dame Sarah Hall aged 46, difd 5
December 1742 wife of Sir Philip Hall of Upton,
Sheriff of Essex.He was made a Knights Batchelor on
22 March 1726, and he was interred in 1745 aged 68.
There is reference to the son of Shrilip Hall who is

also interred in the vault, who died an infant.
Members of the Medical Profession have been Masters
of Old Dundee Lodge, and of considerable significance
is George Robert Rowe MD.Dr Rowe was a surgeon

at Chigwell and a member of & Royal Naval Lodge
No.70 (now No.59) which also met in Wapping, having
their own Private Room, also in Red Lion Street. He
was introduced to Old Dundee Lodge in 1835 and
quickly became aware of their dire financial plight as
well as falling numbers (i1834 it had dwindled to 5
members). Dr Rowe, together with ten other
members of the Royal Naval Lodge, all resigned
voluntary to join Old Dundee in 1833. His prompt
action together with his apparent energy and industry
speedily restored the fortune$ @ld Dundee Lodge
and without its intervention it seems extremely
doubtful if the Lodge would have survived.
