Unfortunately
these are not all correct as you will read.

i. This stamp shows King George VI who as a Freemason.
He was a member of Navy Lodge No0.2612, London,
England.

ii. The stamp was designed by King George VI himself.
This suggestion can now be disputed as we have identified
the designei my preference is with answer from the royal
philatelic society of the 3dtamp being designed by Alan
Reynolds Stone with probable suggestions from His
Majesty the King during its design.

i. The stamp was released in 1946, the year King George
was the Grand Master of the Grand Lodge of England.

POSTAGE and REVENUE are centred horizontally.
Outline symbols of reconstruction are placed in the four
corners- a tractor (agriculture), a house (building), a ship

The 3d violet has the words BOAGE and REVENUE
printed vertically with the value along the left and right
sides. The King's profile and crown are towards the right
hand side. A celebratory ribbon surrounds a dove with
olive branch, (peace), a trowel with bricks, and a set
square withdividers, (reconstruction). These toolsea
often compared with similar &sonic symbols- King
George was a senior Freemason.
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The design processas controversial and often confused.
The Council of Industrial Design (COID formed in
1944) was askedot submit names of artists. The
Postmaster General, Lord Listowel was also asked by Sir
Stafford Cripps, the President of the Board of Trade to
allow the COID a say in the final selection of essays.
Although the COID was accepted, the Postmaster General
also took advice from several other groups, the Garter
King of Arms, the Director of the National Gallery and the
Royal Fine Art Commission for Scotland. It became very
much a case ofoo many cooksvhich resulted in the
Postmaster General going agaihs initial design brief
given to the COID.

Originally he had stated that there would be two values
with a unified designi in the end King George was
requested to select two final designs from three submitted
essays by Reynolds Stone, H.L. Palmer dfdimund
Dulac. The COID complained that not only had they not
seen the essay for the 2%2d stamp for which their name was
associated but also that the design was inferior to those
which they had actually selected, (the Dulac design being
their second choige

The philatelic and general press subsequently condemned
the 2%.d stamp design as weak and confused, and praised
the strength and simplicity of the 3d stan{Malcolm
Sandes). The unsuccessful candidafer the design of

the 1946 Victory StampEdmund ilac was born in
Toulouse, France in 1882, he was artistic from an early age
and many of his earlier drawings were watercolours and he
favoured this medium for most of his life. Winning a
prize at the Ecole des Beaux Arts showed him his future
directionin life.  He enrolled at the Ecole and won the
1901 and 1903 Grand Prix annual competitions with his
paintings. Winning a scholarship, he went to Paris and
the Academie Julien, staying there for three weeks.

He moved to England in that year, 190decoming a
naturalised British Subject 8 years laterIn 1935 his
design for the King's Poetry Medal was well received and
this led to him being commissioned to design the 1937
Coronation stamp
