for their Payment, {o that he might have
Worllvp for fending of chem to him;
And other Charges he gave them, and
this was the firft Time that any M A-
SO N lLad any Chargeofhis CR AF T,
Morcover, when ABR AT A4A and
SARAH his Wile went into Egype
they were taught the Seven $C I
ENCES ato the Epyptians, and had
a worthy Schelar cal’d K 4CHLID,
and hc learned right well, and was Ma-
fter of all the Newer SCIENCLS:
And in his Days it befel, that the Lords
and States of the Realm had fo many
Sons, which they had becar, {fome by

their
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their Wives, and {ome by their Ladies
of the Realm, for that Land is a Holy
Land , and a plentious Generation
and they had no Living competent for
their Children : Wherefore they made
much Sorrow, and the King made 3
great Counlel, and a great Parliament,
to know how they might find their
Children, and they could find no good
Ways; and he cauled a Cry to be
made throughout the Recalm, if there
were any Man that could Inform him,
that he fhould be wcll Rewarded, and
hold him well paid.

ing : And he gave them Charge on this
Manner 5 firlt they fhould be True to the
King and to the Lord that they ferved,
and that they fhouw’d Love well rogether,
and be True to one another ; and that
they  fhould call onc another Fel-
lows, und not Servants, nor his Knave,
nor any foul Names and that they
fhou'd truly deferve their Payment to the
Lord that they ferve; and that they
fhould Ordain the Wifeft to be thc Ma-
fters of the Work, whereby he thould not
be cvil ferved, and they afhamed; and
that they fhould call him the Governour of
the Work whilft they worked with him ;
and many other Charges which are too
long to tell ; and to all thefe Charges he
made them fwear the Great Oath that
Men ufed to fwear at that Time, and or-
dained for them reafonable Payment,
that they might live by it Honeftly 5 and
alfo that they fhould come and Alfemble
there together, that they mught have
Counfel i their CR A FT how they
might work beft to {erve their Lord for
their Profit and Worthip; and to corredt

them-
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themfelves if they have trefpafled ; thus
the CRAFT of GEOMETRY
was governed there, and the worthy
Mafter called it GEOMETRT, and
it is called MASONRY in this
Land.

Since long after the Children of Ifrael
were come into the Land of Betbel, now
called amongft us the Country of Hrerufa-
lem, the holy City, that 1s with them, Tem-
plam Deiy and the fame King D AVID
loved M ASONS well, and cherifhed
them, and gave them good Payment ; and
he gave them Charges that after
wards, and after the Dcceafe of King
DAVID, S§0OLOMQON his Son per-
formed out the Temple that his Father
had begun; and he fent after for M 4-
8 Q N § out of divers Lands and gathered
them together.

And {0 1t befel that a curtous M A-
SON that was named NAINUS
GRACCUS, that had been at the
making of SOLOMON's Temple,
and came nto frewee, and he taught
the CRAFT of MASONRY to a
Man ot Ireme, that was named
CHARILES M/I RTILL, and hc

loved
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Ioved well his CRAFT; and drew
to him this NAINUSGR ACCU S
aforefaid, and leatned of him Charges
and Manners.

And afterwards, by the Grace of
God, he was elefted to bz KING
of Frame; and when he was in lis
Eftate, he took to him many A A4-
SONS, and made M ASO NS there
that were none, and fet them on
Work, and gave them both Charges
and Manners, and good Payment
as he had lcarned of other A A -
SONS, and confirmed cheir Char-
ter from Year to Year to hold their
Aflembly; and thus came the
CRAFT into Frawce.

And Emglard all this Secafon {tood
void, as for any Charge of M A4-
SONRY, until the Tmne of St
ALBON, and in his Time the
King of England, that was a Pa-
gan, he walled the Town Wal,

EO NAJ,

a worthy Knight was Stewurd to
the King, and had Government of
the Rea m, and alfo of the mak-
ing of the Town Walls, and lec
loved well M 4SO NS and cherithed
them.

BON mended 1t, and got them
a Charter of the King, and his
Council gave it the Name of AL
fembly, and thercat he was him-

After the Death of St. AL BON
there came Wars  into  England,
chrough divers Commotions, {o that
the good Rule of M ASO NS

was

and loved M ASO NS very well, and
he had a Son that was called
HEDVICE, and he loved MA4.

, bick Catepa, that Adem was the
N Firft Architelt, copying after

his grdmf G'r{gimf the Maker of all Things ; but
our
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our Remarker upon the Conffitutions 18 very
wezk on that footing to introduce Tebal Cain,
Fibal, atid Fabal, for cheir skill in Architelture,
whereas the Firft was a worker in Metals, the
Seeonid 2 Mufician, and the Third 2 Tent-Maker
Now had this cunning Diver into the Seécrets
of Antiguity, but confulted the Bodleran Li
brary; he would have found in the dvabick
Catena, M. S. Page 137. that Adam caufed a
Beauriful Monumental Stone to Be form'd, for
the depofiting of his Body, on which was
carved all the Geometrical Figuves, and Hiero-
£lyphicks, afterwards ufed by the Antient E-
Optians, together with the particular Signi-
fication of the Letter 7Taw, which was the
Mark put upon Caim, leaft any oue fhould
deftroy him, and was the Mark afterwards
ufed by AMfes to protet the Iftaeiites from the
deftroying Angel.

Now it happen'd when Adat; was fore-tvarm’d
of his approaching Death, that he delivered
this Stone Coffin of his, if 1 may be fo allow’d
to call it, to his Son Seth, with this Charge,
that upon his Deceafe, his Body fhot’d be
there depofited ’till at fuch Time there fhou'd
be found a Prieft of the moft high God to
interre it, which was verified in that of Afel-
chifedec; for Adan’s Body was fafkly convey'd
o Naab, who placed it in the Centre of the
Ark, and daily offer’d Prayers upon this Monu-
mental Tomb as an Altar raifed to God upon
the Faith of his Father Adam: Now this is
what the Remarker of the Conflitutions wane
ted to know when he mientions the Two
Pillars of Stone, whereon were engraven tha
Yiberal Sciences, one Tuppofedte be raifed by
Seal and the other by Ewoch, whereas it ap-

pears
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pears Plain it was the Monutmental Stoye
wherein Adaw lay, that thefe Figures he mep-
tions were engraven, and which Stone, toge.
ther with the Body in it, was convey'd by
Seth to Lamech, and foto Nosh.

Faphet, Sheray and Ham, according as Mr.
Anderfor {ays, right-well underftood the Rules
of Geometry, on which Mafenry is founded, fince
the Science was fo handed down to them by
the Means aforefaid, and undoubtedly the
whole Art wasimproved, by having recourfe
to Adam’s Stone for the Space of 400 and
odd Years together, before it was buried by
Melthifedec.

And here 1 hape it will not feem much out
of the Way, to take Notice of a Thing often
difputed byignorant Pecple, that Aeichifedec
was without Father, or Mother, becaufe not
mention’d in the Genealogy of Adam, which
only relates to that from whence the Meffias
fhould be born: Now the Arabick Carena de-
duces Melchifedec from Adam, both by Father
and Mother’s fide, as plain as Ahrabam is de-
{cended from Addem, and the Reader may fte
the faid Gemealogy, by giving himfelf the
‘Trouble to call at the Printer's of this Tratt,

1 muft beg leave to diffent from the Author

with the utmoft Perfeltion of Art, and muft
be efteem’d the compleateft Building of the
Univerfe, as having the Divine Direétion to
condutt the mighty Architetts, as deferibed
to us by the facred Perman i the Book of
Kings, which being in every Body’s Hands,
icisneedlefs here to burden the Readerwith; but:
1 wonder thae the Author of the Confticutions
{hould f’a)r that the Firs and Cedars of er’dﬂdﬂ,‘
were fent to Joppa to be convey’d to Ferufalem,
